Island, urban and rural locations

A 33 Maori elders, aged 75-79 years
A 79 non-Maori elders, 85 years
A 64 women (57%) and 48 men (43%)

A Comprehensive questionnaire and
physical assessment

A 10 participants (5 Maori & 5 non-Maori)
completed the Yesterday Interview
